We need approximately 2000 bowls painted for the SOUP’S ON For All' and SOUP’S ON Along the
Lakeshore! events. The bowls are painted by generous volunteers from the community like you. Each
SOUP’S ON guest takes home a hand-painted souvenir soup bowl as a visual reminder that hunger
happens every day. Many of the bowls are also sold at SOUP’S ON and outside events to raise
additional funds to support the food and pantry programs of God’s Kitchen and Loaves & Fishes.

No painting experience required, only a willingness to help! This is how it works - You
purchase the bowl(s), paint it and donate it back to God's Kitchen to be used at the SOUP’S
ON fundraising events. For your convenience, we will deliver the bowls and necessary
supplies and pick them back up from you. The cost per bowl is 58 (cash or check payable to
Catholic Charities West Michigan) and covers the cost of the bowls, paint/under glaze,
final glazing and firing. Bowls are fired in donated kilns located at God’s Kitchen and are
food safe.
